Rennie, Chair of Fochabers Village Association, celebrated Grge Christie’s valuable input to the|
village.

In his own words “l wish to thank the Fochabers Village Association for the Crystaldbeer and Glask
which they presented to me on the occasion of fiyoBthday on 38 July 2006.

the main Hall extension and extra chalfs,
tables and crockery.

At that time, we were entering a busy time ith
forest trees and major areas of hill lands bejing
planted throughout Scotland. Our comp#ny
was growing between 15 and 20 million foigst
tree transplants each year and extended |pur
growing area at Tulloch, Castlehill ang
Broadley Farms. We also purchased Bogs jand
Arradoul Farms. The nurseries are continuing to expand with the GardeneGiteloping in line wit
modern trading techniques.

| am sure that Fochabersilicontinue to develop with new housing to cater for its needs in theef
This would enable the village shops to expand for the larger population in spitkeomajor
supermarkets around us.

With a new north by-pass, Fochabers will be a very desirable shopping stopeasahwnly hope thjt
we get the “go-ahead” after the Court of Session hearing next May and than¢har two objectors wi
not delay the works again.”

We feel George Christie MBE has been very modest in the aboaeticle. He took over the family
business in 1952, expanded it and added other diverse busees, giving employment to many i
this area. Fochabers Folk Museum is a testament to his lowé Fochabers, with items collected ovdf
the years and displayed for all to see and appreciate — the ramks in the Visitors’ Books bear this
out. In 1994, he was awarded the MBE in recognition of his plib work with Grampian Region
and Moray Council. For many years he has been involved with Thedtional Trust for Scotland
and was instrumental in setting up Abbeyfield House in Fd@abers. He was chairman of Fochabel
Public Institute and for 26 years chairman of Fochabers Ameniés Association. This is certainl
not an exhaustive list of George’s community involvement. We am@ware that George has alwa)ﬂ
appreciated the help and support of his family and staff irall these projects but we still wonder
where did you find the time, George? Eds.

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The Bo'’FWCT continues. We are well under

way with the Participatory Forestry Appraisal.

We completed two excellent display days at the
Gala in the Park and again at Speyfest the
following Saturday. We had considerable interest
and great encouragement for the project.

Questionnaires have been prepared and issued,
and are available either from the library or
Christies Chemist. Over 100 have already been
returned and will be analysed by our appointed
consultant, who will also carry out in depth
discussions with a number of persons selected
from the returns, and with specific stakeholders.
It is anticipated that this should be complete by
the end of September.

We will also have two projects under way during
the coming school year. The first is with the
primary which will start with a taster day with
‘Wild Things’ which will introduce the children

to the woods, the trees, and the beasts and bugs
that live there. This will be followed up in the
Spring with a 6 week course for two of the
classes when a more detailed study will be
undertaken.

We were successful in obtaining a grant of
almost £5000 to cover the costs of running this
project. The second project will form part of an

advanced A level Geography study, with the
scope to be defined in detail when the school
year restarts. Smiths Gore is almost complete
with the definition of the area of land that will be

passed to the Bo’FWCT, and the transfer should
be completed during September. This will then
allow us to move forward with other projects as
defined by the input from the village residents
and stakeholders from the results of the
Participatory Forestry Appraisal. It is therefore

essential for anyone with an interest in the Burn
o’Fochabers Woodland to return the

guestionnaires as quickly as possible either to the
library or to myself.

The Fochabers trio of Robbie Stronach, John
Wilson and Chris Stevens won the overall
Scottish Grand Prix Petanque Championship
when round four of the Grand Prix series was
held at Troon on the last Saturday July. Going
into the final day it was another Fochabers team
of Derek Adam, Brian Murison and Lynn
Jenkins who were lying in pole position, with
Robbie and co. needing to win all 6 rounds
during the final day by as big a margin as
possible.

After the 4 rounds, the top three teams all shared
the same number of wins, and it was down to
points difference which determined that
Stronach, Wilson and Stevens were the overall
winners, with the team of Adam, Murison and
Jenkins slipping to third place.

The Fochabers Club will have 4 teams from an
invited 12 teams competing at the Scottish
Masters Championships to be held at Perth on
the 9" and 18" September. The rankings at this
round robin event will determine which teams
represent Scotland during the International
Events in 2007.

Few will forget the presentation which took
place at the concert on Frida§l August
when Mhairi Marwick, an active
member of the Fochabers Fiddlers, received a

Armour. Accompanied by the group, she then
gave the fiddle its first public airing by playin
the beautiful slow air, Inisheer.

The story of this fiddle is very interesting.
was made from part of one of the sycamare
trees which stood in the village square for
many years and were felled in March 1999.
The main parts of the fiddle — the back, sides
and scroll are all made from the tree. The top
is white pine from a specialised sawmill
supplying stringed instrument materials In
Mittenwald, Germany- the main source
materials for Charlie’s other instruments.

The Fochabers fiddle took Charlie over 100
hours to make in the spring of 2006 which is a
copy of Paganinis “cannon” made b
Guiseppe Guarneri in 1742 which can be seen
in Genoa Town Hall.

Charlie’s been making fiddles for several
years now. It’s all thanks to the fiddle making
class held in Elgin College which he attended
for six years under the expert tuition of Andrew Graid George Menzies.

Charlie gets a great deal of pleasure to hear his instsnibeing played. Quite a few have found their
way, over the years, to the Fochabers Fiddlers. @aynight it was very special to hear his Fochabers
fiddle played by Mhairi. To have simultaneously, on stdige,other fiddles, which he had made, was the
greatest possible accolade. After discussion with Jaigesnder it was decided that this very special

fiddle will be kept in Fochabers within the Fochabedsers. It will be presented to a promising young

musician for two years, and passed on every two ybarsedfter.

Apart from their appearance in academic jourrd®&pbal Warming and ‘Climate Changé were

not buzz-words thirty years ago, but well theight have been during the greater part of 1976.
That year's summer months throughout the UnitaétgdOm turned out to be the warmest and
driest on record, a title which they stilllhho However, that special year was memorabtallp

for other reasons.

In 1976 flags broke out all over The United Stat@scommemorate their Bicentennial, but here
in Fochabers more than flags and bunting proethimur ownBicentenary celebrations to mark
the establishment of the New Town some 20Qsyearlier. Throughout that long and glorious
summer the numerous activities in and aroundtdwen appeared to receive just as much media
cover as did those across the Atlantic. yEaml January, Fochabers hit the airways wiite
BBC's Matter of Opinion broadcast from The Public Institute, and durihg months which
followed a great deal of publicity in all thational press ensured there could have been few
who did not know of the existence of our ween and its story. Brochures, pamphlets and
special-labelled whisky were there to inform adelight.

“A village that's all set to outshine America, “Thather bicentenary”, “Psst! Fochabers is
200 as well” were among the many headlines to catch a@ye in the popular and quality
press.

Under the dynamic chairmanship of George ChrigtiBicentenary Committee organised so many
functions over a period of four months thae arould barely recover before the next ewgoi
under way. Not just the grass and the birelest felt stress that summer.

The major programme of celebrations began \amhopen-air ecumenical church servicen The
Square on Sunday™6June, exactly 200 years after the first fed baen taken up in the new
town. Over 1,500 gathered to enjoy the massedscland the regimental band of the Gordon
Highlanders. There followed the opening of Fachabers Old and NewExhibition in the
Pringle, an art exhibition by Milne’s pupils in the Institute and some ddwter the hilarious

Nowadays
it may well be a week or two in the late Mediterranean sun. Farwas work and wages. Our memories
of the tattie holidays are often seen through rose tinted glassesakeseme” bitties” we dredged up at
a recent get-together....

Can you remember the farms we worked at? Well, tlwess Duncans of Boghead, Finlays of
Trochelhill, Browns of Dipple, Alexanders of Newtoniaibs of Stynie and of course, we aye went up to
Mrs Hay’s for a day or two. Didn’'t they have a distéekd called Canada? Charlie would insist on giving
you a bag of tatties for your mother, so with thatingson your chain, you had to hurl the bike all the
way home. The usual form of transport was tractor agebeither from the Square or East Lodge. There
was aye somebody ready to pull you on board, or you'd gaglaty shove from behind which sent you
and your pail (and your piece bag) sprawling into the badkebogie. When you think about it, there
must have been quite a few galvanised pails in our house.

Do you remember the grieves? Some were fine but ottmit have taken a leaf out of Hitler's
handbook. They might have had short legs but when it tameasuring out your stent they could fairly
spang. Can you remember what they used to mark the %téfds it sticks or willow branches? The
length was often a source of disagreement. Maybe tkegirdinated by age?

During the war when men had been called up the tattigalge stretched to a month. How we prayed
that the rain would come on early in the day and we’'ddrgé home in time to catch the bus to Elgin and
go to the pictures and spend a little of our hard earnedswvage

Bad weather was the reason for the only major actidetmessed at The Tatties. The tractor and
Elevator, or was it the Spinner, was sliding all otvex place. The driver got off to put a harn bag under
the wheels to rectify this. The tractor skidded and @ddioth his legs.

Stynie was great. You got two hours for your dinner bexdlsy still used horses for transporting the
tatties.The horses had to be fed, watered and restesh'tWaere a tractor driver at Stynie who ate raw
tatties, just like apples? It was hard and hungry work andfiea eked out our rations with a neep or two
cut on the hasher, but raw tatties? Ugh!. Sometinesityh shaws were raked into piles. Into the bonfires
which followed we’'d throw tatties and later kick them ofithe ashes and devour them. Delicious!
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Judging for the competition took place on Wetl ABigust and the result will be announced on the 1st of
September at a ceremony in the Town Hall in Elgin.

The glorious summer weather broke and rain greeted the jiuigasd Mrs Wise from Dumfriesshire.
Happily with 30 years of horticultural experience and 5yeaperience in judging competitions behind
them they were able to see past the rain and appréugatieral baskets/containers etc. and the excellent
amenities of the village. Every part of the villagesi@oking neat and tidy and Willie as always had been
hard at work fighting the good fight against litter. The@dHall was the Junior Entry this year and with
the imaginative use of hiking boots, a rucksack and upturaéit ttones it certainly brought a smile of
appreciation from the judges.

When it became known to the inhabitants of Fochatbetsthe
Duke of Richmond and Gordon intended introducing electric
light to Gordon Castle, they quickly persuaded him to extend
the coverage of the scheme throughout the village. poier
station, situated at the mouth of the Fochabers Burs wa
opened in 1905. There were early problems with the changing
levels of the river and with ice in winter. To ovenge these, a
supplementary power house with a steam engine was built
immediately to the east of the first. In recognitioh the
generosity of the Duke in supplying electric light, the peasl
Fochabers erected a memorial lamp in the Square in 1906.
